Horizontal Sensing

The sensor is installed at the side of the entrance to

horizontally sense passing traffic.

Overhead Sensing

The sensor is installed above the entrance to

vertically sense traffic passing below, much like an

invisible curtain.

Video Sensing

A proprietary camera is installed directly

overhead, constantly monitoring the entrance.

Because it is the most accurate method, it is

capable of counting people within groups. Bi-

directional counting is also a standard feature.
